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World Ranking Masters 2008 Agreement

This agreement has been made between the World Tenpin Bowling Association (“WTBA”), Ruusulankatu 3, 00260 Helsinki, Finland, and Persatuan Boling Indonesia (“PBI”), Jalan Pintu I Senayan, Jakarta 10270, Indonesia.
The purpose of the agreement is to specify the commitments of PBI and WTBA respectively with regard to the organising of the World Ranking Masters 2008 (the “WRM 2008”) in Jakarta, Indonesia from April 30th to May 6th 2008 (inclusive).

1. WRM 2008 participants
1.1 The WTBA hereby covenants with, and undertakes to, the PBI to promote and stage the WRM 2008 in Jakarta from April 30 – May 6, 2008, and hereby appoints PBI as official organiser and host of the WRM 2008 in Indonesia on a sole and exclusive basis.

1.2 The WRM 2008 will be conducted in two divisions - one for women and one for men - as specified in the WRM Rules.

1.3 Subject always to clause 1.4, the WTBA shall ensure that each division, in accordance with the WRM Rules, consists of 8 players qualified from the Pan American Bowling Confederation, 8 players qualified from the Asian Bowling Federation and 8 players qualified from the European Tenpin Bowling Federation.

1.4 PBI shall be entitled, should no players from Indonesia qualify directly for the WRM 2008 through the ABF, to add one player at Indonesia’s own choice (provided such player holds a PBI membership and a Indonesian nationality) to each division, meaning that the maximum number of players in each division is 25.

1.5 There will be no entry fee for qualified players and WTBA member federation officials participating in the WRM 2008.  The PBI will otherwise be entitled to impose entrance fees on all other persons attending the WRM 2008 (including, without limitation, members of the public).
2. Obligations and rights of PBI
2.1 PBI will, at its own cost, provide the following for the qualified players and federation officials attending the WRM 2008:
a) Airport pick-up and return;
b) Transportation between designated hotel(s) and the bowling centre in accordance with a prearranged schedule to be confirmed by PBI;
c) Official practise; 

d) Local administration and liaison;
e) Opening Ceremony and Welcome Reception (optional);
f) Closing Ceremony and Farewell Banquet (optional).
PBI will furthermore undertake other financial commitments as specified in Chapter 2 of this agreement.
2.2 The total prize pool for the WRM 2008 is 65.000 USD, of which 50.000 USD will be provided by PBI and 5.000 USD will be provided by each of the three WTBA Zones.
The prize distribution in each division will be decided in co-operation between PBI and the WTBA Tournament Director and announced in the WRM 2008 Bulletin.  The prize money will be paid to the players either by way of (a) a cheque or cash on stage in Indonesia or (b) wire transfer from WTBA to each prize winning player after the conclusion of the WRM 2008.

Should option (a) be preferred by PBI, WTBA shall ensure that the Zones’ portion of the prize pool (being 15.000 USD in total) is transferred to, and received by, PBI.  Should option (b) be preferred by PBI, the PBI’s portion of the prize pool (being 50.000 USD) will be transferred from PBI to WTBA.  No matter the direction of the transfer, the money must be received (in cleared funds) in the relevant party’s bank account (to be notified to the other party in due course) not later than 14 days before the first day of the WRM 2008.

2.3 At least one month prior to the WRM 2008, the WTBA Tournament Director or Technical delegate shall visit Jakarta with the purpose of inspecting and verifying (on a non-technical basis) facilities in the bowling centre at which the WRM 2008 is scheduled to be staged (the “Venue”), the official hotel, and the various organisational aspects relating to the WRM 2008.  All costs and expenses of such pre-inspection visit by the WTBA Tournament Director (including, without limitation, cost of airfares, hotel accommodation and per diem) will be solely borne by WTBA.
2.4 At least one month prior to the WRM 2008, the WTBA Technical Delegate shall visit Jakarta with the purpose of inspecting and verifying facilities in the Venue such as lanes and pinsetters, etc.  All costs and expenses of such pre-inspection visit by the WTBA Technical Delegate (including, without limitation, cost of airfares, hotel accommodation and per diem) will be solely borne by WTBA.

2.5 The WTBA shall ensure that the WTBA President will attend the WRM 2008 by invitation of the host.  In respect of the attendance by each of the WTBA President, the WTBA Tournament Director and the WTBA Technical Delegate during the WRM 2008 competition period (being April 30-May 6, 2008): 
a) WTBA shall bear the costs of return airticket to Jakarta and per diems for WTBA Tournament Director and WTBA Technical Delegate; and

b) PBI shall bear the reasonable costs of up to 9 nights’ accommodation at the official hotel. 
2.6 The WTBA shall ensure that (a) the WTBA Tournament Director and the WTBA Technical Delegate arrive at the Venue not later than two days prior to the first day of the WRM 2008, and (b) the WTBA President attend the WRM 2008.
2.7 The PBI will make the necessary arrangements with the official hotel(s), Venue, food facilities and other relevant parties.

2.8 In consideration of PBI agreeing to host the WRM 2008, all commercial rights and properties of whatsoever nature (including, without limitation, media rights, advertising and sponsorship rights, entrance fees, merchandising and licensing rights) arising from, and/or in connection with, the WRM 2008 are hereby reserved to PBI for its own use, exploitation and benefit without any limitation or restriction whatsoever.  Accordingly, PBI shall be entitled to retain for its own account any and all revenues and other consideration (including, without limitation, goodwill) generated from, and/or in connection with, the use and/or exploitation of such rights and properties.  WTBA shall not, at any time before, during or after the WRM 2008, use or exploit, nor permit any third party to use or exploit, and such rights and properties. The exception to above mentioned rights are the player’s uniforms which are the sole property of the individual players.
2.9 The PBI will provide adequate media facilities e.g. sufficient space, telephone, fax, computers, Internet-connections, etc.  The PBI also undertakes to actively work upon the local and national media to get as much local media coverage of the WRM 2008 as possible.

2.10 The PBI will arrange for adequate medical facilities during the WRM 2008.

2.11 The PBI shall present one bulletin to the WTBA Tournament Director for approval and shall after that, distribute the bulletin to all qualified players, to the WTBA member federations with qualified players and to the WTBA Presidium at a time to be agreed upon with the WTBA Tournament Director.  If necessary, a second bulletin may be prepared and distributed subject to agreement between the PBI and the WTBA Tournament Director. The information of the WRM 2008 shall be published in time on an Internet website.
2.12 The PBI will obtain a suitable computerised system for accurate recording of the competition results during the WRM 2008.
2.13 The PBI shall publish current results during the WRM 2008 on an Internet website.

2.14 The PBI undertakes to produce and distribute advertising material (flyers, posters etc.) in the local area.

2.15 The PBI will prepare press releases and distribute them to the local and national media (newspapers, radio stations etc.).

2.16 The PBI will make arrangements with the Venue for suitable spectator grandstands (subject always to available space).

3. Obligations and rights of WTBA

3.1 The WTBA Technical Delegate will certify the lanes and liaise with the WTBA Tournament Director and the Tournament Manager.  The WTBA Technical Delegate will also agree with the Venue staff on the lane dressing procedure to be in effect during the WRM 2008.  The WTBA Technical Delegate will prepare a written document setting out the agreed lane dressing procedure and shall provide such document to the Venue staff at least one day prior to the commencement of the WRM 2008.

3.2 A list of email addresses of all qualified players and WTBA member federations with qualified players will be provided by each Zone to PBI no later than 6 weeks before the commencement of the WRM 2008.
3.3 The WTBA Tournament Director will in co-operation with the PBI follow up on all specified deadlines.

3.4 WTBA shall, at its own cost, publish full WRM 2008 information to all WTBA member federations, bowling magazines and bowling websites, and actively market and promote the WRM 2008 throughout the world.  WTBA will use its best efforts to ensure that all WTBA member federations procure as much media coverage for the WRM 2008 in their respective territories as possible.
3.5 In the case PBI wants WTBA to publish any specific WRM 2008 information and/or to invite certain important individuals in the name of WTBA, WTBA guarantees to distribute such information/invitations at WTBA’s own cost.
3.6 The WTBA shall, at its own cost, provide PBI with all assistance and support reasonably required by PBI for the successful organisation of the WRM 2008 in Djakarta. Indonesia..

4. Force Majeure
4.1 For the purpose of this agreement, an “Event of Force Majeure” means any event preventing either party from performing any or all of its obligations under this agreement and which arises from, or is attributable to, acts, events, omissions or accidents which are beyond the reasonable control of the party so prevented and do not arise out of a breach by such party of any of its obligations under this agreement, including, without limitation, any abnormally inclement weather, flood, fire, explosion, earthquake, epidemic or other natural physical disaster, war, or terrorist action.
4.2 If either party is delayed in, or prevented from, performing any of its obligations under this agreement by any Event of Force Majeure, that party shall forthwith serve notice in writing to the other party specifying the nature and extent of the circumstances giving rise to the Event(s) of Force Majeure and shall, subject to service of such notice and to clause 4.3 (in the case of WTBA serving such notice), have no liability in respect of the performance of such of its obligations as are prevented by the Event(s) of Force Majeure during the continuance thereof, and for such time after they cease as is necessary for that party, using all reasonable endeavours, to re-commence its affected operations in order for it to perform its obligations.
4.3 In the event WTBA serves any such notice to PBI with the purpose of cancelling, relocating, postponing and/or delaying the staging of the WRM in Jakarta from April 30th to May 6th 2008, the parties shall forthwith enter into discussions with the purpose of identifying means by which the WRM 2008 is still to be staged in Indonesia during the same time period.  If the parties are unable to agree on any resolution within one month of PBI receiving such notice, the matter shall be referred to arbitration in accordance with clause 5.1.  Until such time as the matter is finally determined by arbitration, this agreement shall continue to have full force and effect notwithstanding service of such notice by WTBA.   
5.  Governing Law and Jurisdiction
5.1 This agreement shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, English law.  Any dispute relating to this agreement and/or any documents referred to herein shall, to the exclusion of the courts, be exclusively referred to, and finally resolved by, arbitration in accordance with the Code of Sports-related Arbitration of the Court of Arbitration for Sport (the “CAS”) from time to time in force, which rules are hereby incorporated by reference into this clause 5.1.  The arbitration tribunal shall comprise of one (1) arbitrator to be appointed by the president / chairman from time to time of CAS.  The seat of arbitration shall be Lausanne, Switzerland.  The language of the arbitration proceedings shall be English.  Any determination by the arbitration tribunal shall be final and binding on the parties.
